1. Five (5) timeouts per game- [3 Full/2 Thirty Seconds] -(1 additional timeout for Overtime games)
2. 9u/3" Grade and 10u/4" Grade will play two 12 minute halves / 2 minute OT
11u/5" Grade to 13u/7" Grade divisions will play two 14 minute halves / 3 minute OT
14u/8" Grade and older divisions will play two 16 minute halves / 3 minute OT
[Clocks stopped for all dead balls; unless lead is 20 or more points (see below)]
3. Teams considered Home Teams should wear white or light colored jerseys.
4. Each team shall have a scorekeeper seated at the scorer’s table. The home team’s scorekeeper
will keep the official book of record and is subject to the jurisdiction of game officials.
